Recipe: Sweet Hawaiian Chicken and Potato Wedges

Sweet Hawadiian Chicken
1 cup pineapple juice

1/2 cup brown sugar, firmly packed

1/3 cup soy sauce, light

2 |b chicken breast tenderloins

Add all of the ingredients in plastic bag

Grilled Potato Wedges

2 - 3 Yukon gold potatoes cut up into wedges

Boil for 5 minutes

Remove from heat, drain, and cool

Coat with olive oil and season with your

favorite seasoning salt

and marinate for one hour and throw on

the grill until cooked through.

Fourth-graders from South
Point Elementary School and
Sacred Heart School in East
Grand Forks learned about
where their electricity comes
from during an educational
assembly in March. This is
the fifth year that Minnesota
Municipal Power Agency
(MMPA), with the support
of the Science Museum of
Minnesota have presented
this assembly.

Students had the opportunity

to participate in learning
activities that emphasized
how electricity is generated,
transmitted and used.

By using a “student pow-
ered” power plant on a sta-
tionary bicycle, students
experienced how their in-
creased pedal-pushing ef-
fort provided more power to
illuminate a series of light
bulbs. They also realized
that they could decrease
their pedal-pushing effort

when lighting up more en-
ergy efficient LED bulbs.
MMPA supplies power to
12 member cities, including
East Grand Forks. They
developed this educational
program to align with Min-
nesota’s fourth grade sci-
ence standards and have
partnered with the Science
Museum to reach students
through a unique education-
al experience.

MMPA’s Energy Education
Program has served more than

10,000 Minnesota students in
MMPA member communities.
