‘Tis the Season for Energy Audits 
With the cold weather of winter upon us, 

now is a great time to seal up those air 

leaks in your home.  A Home Energy Audit 

will help you to figure out where those 

leaks are and also identify other areas 

where energy efficiency measures might 

help with the heating of your home.  The 

Water and Light offers subsidized Home 

Energy Audits.   
 

We will send a Certified Home Energy Auditor to your home.  The 

auditor will use equipment such as blower doors, which measure 

the extent of leaks in the building envelope, and infrared cameras, 

which reveal hard-to-detect areas of air infiltration and missing insu-

lation 
 

A Standard Energy Audit including a blower door test will cost $100, 

and an audit adding an infrared scan will cost $150.
