
Cold Weather Rule Annual Notice 

The Minnesota Cold Weather 

Rule is designed to protect 

people who may have trou-

ble paying their utility bills in 

the winter.  The Minnesota 

Cold Weather Rule applies 

from Oct. 1st to April 30th.   

The rule means that your utili-

ty cannot disconnect your 

residential electric service 

during the winter if the cus-

tomer meets the following 

requirements: 

1. Disconnect would affect 

the primary heat source. 

2. Customer has declared 

inability to pay on the 

form provided by the 

utility. 

3. Customer’s total house-

hold income is less than 

50% of the state medi-

an income. 

4. Customer enters and 

makes reasonably time-

ly payments under a 

payment agreement 

that considers the finan-

cial resources of the 

household.
